The awards are designed to encourage greater media coverage on Reproductive
Health, Population and Development issues highlighting Safe Motherhood, Family
Planning, Adolescent Sexual & Reproductive Health and Rights, Gender Equity and
Equality, Population and Environment, HIV/AIDS, Violence Against Women, Dowry &
Early marriage.

Investigative/Interpretive/success stories/reports published on the above issues, in
national and regional dailies (Bengali/English) from 17 July 2007 to 30 August 2008
will be eligible for entry. TV and Radio programmes addressing the above issues and
televised/broadcasted from 17 July 2007 to 30 August 2008 will also be eligible for
competition.

Conditions for Entry:

1. Entries must be from working Journalists from News Agencies/News papers
and Electronic media agencies (TV/Radio).

2. Eligible works must have been published/disseminated between 17 July
2007 and 30 August 2008.

3. More than one entry will be entertained from one individual.
4. Categories: Entries will be classified in five categories:
() English: Dailies published from Dhaka

(I Bengali: Dailies published from Dhaka

How to Submit:

Entries must be submitted to UNFPA Representative with a forwarding letter from the
appropriate authority along with two photographs. No entry fee required.

What to Win:

There will be three prizes for category | & Il and two prizes for category Il & IV and
two special prizes for category V.

(a) 1st Prize - Tk. 50,000/= (Taka Fifty thousand only)
(b) 2nd Prize - Tk. 40,000/= (Taka Forty thousand only)

(c) 3rd Prize - Tk. 30,000/= (Taka Thirty thousand only)
